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PHD Studentships APPLICATION FORM

1) About the award
· The award will cover all tuition fees whether at the Home/EU rate or the Overseas rate. It is therefore open to both UK and Overseas applicants.
· In addition, an award of at least £14,900 per year (reviewed annually) will be paid to the recipient on a monthly basis throughout the calendar year starting from October 2009.

· The award is renewable over three years of study while in full time enrolment, subject to satisfactory annual progress reports;
· At the end of the three years, research students sometimes need further time to complete their research and thesis. This is known as ‘writing up’ time. Students only move to writing up when their supervisor confirms that the student has submitted a first full draft of the entire thesis for the supervisor’s review and comment. The writing-up period does not attract full tuition fees, although a reduced writing up fee may be payable. A student in writing up is responsible for his/her own living costs as well as for any writing up fee;

· The award is for full time post-graduate MPhil/PhD research students only;
· The award is for new applicants looking to enrol at the beginning of the coming academic year, in September (or, in exceptional circumstances, the following January).  Therefore, existing PhD students who have already enrolled prior to September are not eligible to apply for the award.  
· Successful recipients of this award are not required to undertake any teaching or research assistant duties;

· The studentships are awarded on the basis of academic excellence and financial need.  The application process for these awards is highly competitive.
2) The Studentship Awards

Please note the following:

· The School of Law is offering 7 Studentships for the 2009-10 academic year.  These awards are available to support research in any topic within the discipline.  

However, this year, the Department of Law is particularly keen to support Studentship applications in the following areas:

· Criminal Law & Criminal Justice

· Medical Law & Ethics

· Public Law, Corporate Law & Tax Law

The Centre for Commercial Law Studies is particularly keen to support Studentship  applications in the following specialist areas:-

· Response to the Financial Crisis

· Lex Specialis and Insolvency Law

· Regulation & Arbitration

· International Tax and Development

· Information Governance

· Intellectual Property Institutions

A further joint School of Law/School of Business & Management Studentship is also available in the area of Commercial Law and Business, specifically in the topic of Corporate Social Responsibility and Ethical Branding

3) Deadline
The deadline for Studentship applications is Monday March 23rd 2009.  Please note you must have submitted both your main PhD application form, including all required supporting documentation, along with your Studentship application form by this date.

4) The Application Process
· Once the deadline has passed and the application forms have been reviewed and a short-list of highly-qualified applicants decided upon, these short-listed applicants will be interviewed (either in person or on the telephone) during the month of April.  The decision on award allocation will then be made in early May 2009.

· Please note applicants can apply for both a Graduate Teaching Assistantship and a Studentship award simultaneously.

Please note applicants for funding will only be considered when accompanied by a full application to the PhD programme, as, firstly, many of the documents submitted with the main application, including the Research Proposal, will be reviewed by the funding board when the final studentship decision is made and, secondly, the School of Law will need to ascertain prior to the funding board decision if it can offer an applicant PhD supervision to begin with.  It is important that applicants indicate that, on page 3 of their main PhD application form, they wish to be considered for a Queen Mary Studentship.  As PhD applications can take considerable time to process, it is therefore strongly advisable to submit an application for admission as early as possible in order to receive an admission decision before the studentship deadline.  We would advise applicants to submit their full and funding applications at least two months before the funding deadline.  This is normally in March of each year, so applicants should aim to submit their forms as soon as possible.  Applicants who do submit then should send their completed main and funding application forms together to:-
